Grade Levels: 6-8

Materials: 

· Computers (1 per student)

· Student Passports (To be handed to each student)

History:

· Understand historical patterns, periods of time, and the relationships among these elements.

· Understand the effects of geographic factors on historical events.
· Understand the role of innovation on the development and interaction of societies.
· Understand cause and effect relationships and other historical thinking skills in order to interpret events and issues.
Procedure:

1) Each student will receive PASSPORTS to document the steps they will travel through during the IMMIGRATION unit.

Formative Assessments:
